L This contest is open to students from 4th through 12th grades. Entries will be separated into Junior (4th-8th grades) and Senior (9th-
12th grades) age divisions.

1L Contestants will be asked to make a floral design of their choice during . It is suggested that the student have in mind exactly what
design they will make and practice making the arrangement before the competition.

1L The arrangement may be of any style or design; however, the contestant should be aware that some styles and designs limit the de-
signer’s opportunity to display their creativity. Novelty and high style designs are encouraged.

Iv. Contestants must supply all materials, tools, etc. The contest committee will supply a table for the contestant.
V. Silks or dried foliage and flowers or accessories may be used.
VL If any entry is deemed inappropriate by the fair committee or its representatives, that entry will be removed from the judging and

from the display area.

VIL All entry forms must be received by the Habersham County Extension Office by September 1st, 2011.
You may mail them to 555 Monroe St., Box 13 Unit 50, Clarkesville, GA 30523. Or you may drop them off at that address be-
tween 8:00-12:00 and 1:00-5:00 Monday-Friday.

VIIL The finished design should be one unit just as it would be sold from a florist shop. Any accessories must be contained in or attached
to the design.

IX. Cost of the design, including any accessories must be between $15.00 and $25.00 based on current wholesale prices. Contestants
should provide an itemized cost sheet of the materials that are used in the arrangement. All materials must be listed with cost. There
can be no free materials. Any design outside the cost limitations will be disqualified.

X. A thirty minute time limit for assembly will be enforced.

XL Floral designs will remain on display until pickup time for horticulture exhibits.

XIIL Designs will be judged on a point system.

XIIL The Fair Committee reserves the right to cancel this competition if there is a lack of participation

XIV. Prizes will be in the form of checks, not cash. Checks will be mailed to the competitor’s address.
